Commitment - Be committed to your cabin group—forming new friendships and making
memories. (Philippians 2:4 and Romans 12:10)

Safety - Stand up for the physical, emotional and spiritual safety of yourself and others.
(Isaiah 32:2)

Respect - Be respectful of all campers, staff and camp property. Treat others how you
want to be treated and take care of God’s things at Camp Gilead. (I Corinthians 13:4-8 and
Matthew 7:12)

Always respect other’s physical boundaries!

- No Kissing - No sharing of shower or bathroom stalls - No sharing of beds - No hitting,
kicking, slapping or punching - No inappropriate touching - No physical demeaning
humor (nuggies, wedgies, rat tails, etc.) - No walking about the cabin without covering
private areas - Bullying will NOT be tolerated!
